This is a mediaeval Annunciation Carol with a striking text of unknown origin. It makes for a spirited and 
joyous opening, during which the choir enters from the back of the church (or auditorium) to the playing 
and singing of the refrain melody. The message of the angel Gabriel is sung by a tenor soloist from the 
gallery. Then between solo and choral verses, the audience joins in the refrains.
